Churches involved in child-serving activities face the terrifying threat that a child may suffer sexual abuse by someone within 

the church whose mission was to protect that child. A single incident of abuse can destroy a child and a church by causing 

dramatic legal fees, loss of reputation, and soaring insurance costs. Statistically: 

 1 in 4 females and 1 in 7 males will be sexually abused by the age of 18.  

 Insurance and case reviews show a 300% increase in child to child sexual abuse.

Keeping Your Camp Safe 

―Camp is a wonderful experience for kids – but not if they are 
abused by a counselor or peer. In this course, camp 
employees and volunteers learn how they can keep camp 
safe.‖  Teaching points include: 

 The abuse risks at camp 

 Six locations where abuse is most likely to happen at a 
camp 

 How all staff and volunteers can make a difference
